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Abstract

This participatory action research aimed to develop value-added products
from mangrove honey produced by the communities of Pak Poon and Pak Nam Pak
Phaya, Tha Sak Subdistrict, Mueang District, Nakhon Si Thammarat Province. The key
informants included community leaders, members, university academics, and
product design and development experts, totaling 50 participants. Research
methods comprised experimental testing, in-depth interviews, and focus sgroup
discussions. Data were interpreted through logical analysis to synthesize key findings
aligned with the study objectives.

The study was conducted in three phases: quality analysis of the mangrove
honey, development of a prototype soap product, and design of packaging and a
logo reflecting the community’s unique identity. Physicochemical analysis of the
honey compared with Community Product Standards (CPS 263/2004) showed
moisture content, electrical conductivity, pH, ash content, and HMF within
acceptable ranges. Total phenolic content was high (324.12 and 234.48 mg GAE/9),
and antioxidant activity was confirmed by DPPH and FRAP assays, indicating
excellent quality suitable for both consumption and product processing. The
prototype soap, formulated with mangrove honey following CPS 94/2009, exhibited
a pH of 9.69-9.91, stable foam lasting up to 60 minutes, no surface mucus, and low

abrasion rates (<0.3%), meeting industrial soap quality standards. Packaging and
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logo design were developed through a community participatory process, integrating
local wisdom and reflecting the mangrove ecosystem and lifestyle. The resulting
packaging and branding effectively represent the community’s identity, enhancing
commercial potential and promoting sustainable local economic development.

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Abstract

This research article aims to 1) analyze the current status of ethnic tourism,
2) develop strategies for promoting Hmong ethnic tourism, and 3) assess the
feasibility of these strategies for enhancing tourism in Chiang Rai Province. The
study employs a mixed-methods approach. Quantitative research involved a
sample of 400 tourists, with data collected through questionnaires and analyzed
using percentages, frequencies, means, and standard deviations. Qualitative
research targeted 18 key informants, including community leaders, local politicians,
tourism-related agencies, entrepreneurs, and tourism experts in Chiang Rai Province.
Data were gathered through interviews and focus group discussions, then analyzed
and synthesized to formulate strategies according to the research objectives, and
presented descriptively.

The results indicate that most tourists are male, aged 31-40 years, from the
northern region, with moderate income levels, and prefer to travel during the
winter season for family relaxation. They show particular interest in natural and
local cultural attractions, such as Phu Chi Fa National Park and the Hmong New
Year festival. Regarding tourism services, tourists prioritize facilities and
accommodation. An internal and external environmental analysis using the 4Ms
framework and PESTEL model reveals that Hmong ethnic tourism holds significant
potential but requires further development in human resources, budget allocation,
and infrastructure to enhance competitiveness. Additionally, the tourism sector
faces challenges related to policy, economy, technology, and the environment. The
researcher proposes five main strategies: development of human resources;
increasing funding and infrastructure; promoting local products; conserving the
environment and culture; and establishing collaborative networks. These strategies
aim to drive balanced and sustainable growth of Hmong ethnic tourism in Chiang
Rai Province.

Abstract

This research aims to: 1) explore the current situation and perceptions
regarding the value and importance of the cultural environment, 2) identify factors
influencing changes in the cultural environment, and 3) propose guidelines to
promote the conservation of the cultural environment for sustainable community
development in Ban Chon Nuea, Xon District, Houaphanh Province, Lao PDR. A mixed-
methods approach was employed. For the quantitative part, the sample group
consisted of 139 individuals, including community leaders and elders knowledgeable
about local history, serving as household representatives. Data were collected using
questionnaires and analyzed using descriptive statistics: frequency, percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. The qualitative part involved in-depth interviews with
10 community leaders and elders. Data were analyzed and synthesized according to
research themes and presented descriptively.

The findings reveal that: 1. Ban Chon Nuea is an ancient community rich in cultural
environmental elements, such as old temples, a former French military camp, and
locations with historical narratives and indigenous knowledge. The community also
possesses forests, agricultural lands, and natural resources that are widely utilized.
Villagers demonstrated a high level of awareness of the cultural environment’s

importance, particularly regarding its roles in providing housing, freshwater, and
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energy sources. 2. Seven key factors were found to influence changes in the cultural
environment, including population growth, infrastructure development, the
increasing influence of modern culture, and the community’s economic demands.
These factors contribute to land use changes and decreased reliance on cultural
resources. 3. Eight key guidelines were proposed to promote the conservation of the
cultural environment: (1) Develop balanced policies that integrate use and
conservation, (2) Raise awareness of cultural environmental values across all groups,
(3) Promote education on cultural resource conservation and restoration, (4) Publicize
the significance of historical sites through social media, (5) Develop historical sites as
cultural tourism destinations, (6) Promote natural areas as ecological learning and
tourism sites, (7) Encourage participation from all sectors in protecting cultural
heritage, and (8) Promote reforestation to restore ecological balance in the
community.These guidelines aim to support sustainable development that aligns
with the local cultural context.

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Abstract

This research article aims to study the cultural context of food consumption
in Ban Sibunheuang community, Chanthabuly District, Vientiane Capital. A mixed-
methods approach was employed. The quantitative phase involved using
questionnaires administered to 164 household members, with data analyzed
through descriptive statistics including frequency, percentage, and mean values.
The qualitative phase comprised interviews with 10 food knowledge holders and
local restaurant operators, with data analyzed using descriptive content analysis
techniques.

The findings reveal that most residents prefer to consume three main meals
daily and tend to maintain this pattern. Home-cooked meals remain predominant,
although there is a gradual increase in purchasing ready-to-eat food. For eating out,
most people consume one meal per day outside the home, but this tendency is
expected to decline in the future. Staple foods include rice, meat, vegetables, and
fruits, with most ingredients sourced from markets rather than self-cultivation or
livestock raising. Additionally, the community enjoys a diverse range of traditional
dishes such as larb, koi, soups, curries, ho mok, om, kuay, porridge, fried, grilled,
tam (papaya salad), and jaew (spicy dips), reflecting a clear cultural identity in their
food practices. This study enhances understanding of household-level food
consumption contexts, offering valuable insights for promoting well-being,
preserving local food wisdom, and informing community food policy planninsg.

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Abstract

This research article aims to analyze the current state of forestry in
Thailand, explore forest management approaches both domestically and
internationally, examine the limitations of promoting economic tree planting under
the Forest Act (No. 8), B.E. 2562 (2019), and propose strategies for enhancing
economic tree cultivation to contribute to national economic development. This
study employed a qualitative research methodology through content analysis of
diverse sources, including academic documents, articles, research papers, theses,
laws, regulations, and electronic media. The data were interpreted using rational
analysis to synthesize key insights and address the study’s objectives.

The findings reveal that Thailand is among the countries experiencing forest
area decline. As of 2023, forest coverage has decreased to 101,818,155.76 rai,
accounting for only 31.47% of the country’s total area. Case studies of international
forest management highlight the importance of stakeholder participation in the
conservation and utilization of forest resources. The proposed strategies to promote
economic tree planting for economic development include: (1) integrating
community forestry concepts into forest sector management; (2) designating areas
for both conservation and economic utilization; (3) identifying suitable tree species
for cultivation; and (4) promoting participation at both micro and macro levels to
support the sustainable development of valuable timber resources.

This study aimed to (1) examine the needs for support and the management
models of the community enterprise, (2) analyze the patterns of production, support,
and marketing, and (3) propose appropriate strategies for the development of the
salt farming community enterprise in Samut Sakhon Province. A mixed-methods
research approach was employed, integrating both quantitative and qualitative
methodologies. The quantitative data were collected from 59 salt farmers using a
structured questionnaire, and analyzed using descriptive statistics—frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation—as well as multiple regression analysis.
For the qualitative component, data were gathered through in-depth interviews with
25 key informants, including experts, stakeholders, and members of the large-scale
farming project committee, and analyzed using descriptive content analysis.

The findings revealed that farmers expressed a high level of need for support,
particularly in product standards, knowledge acquisition, and marketing/processing—
indicating a strong desire to enhance product quality and increase market
opportunities. Regarding the management of the community enterprise, all aspects—
including planning, organizational structure, direction, and budget management—
were reported at a high level, reflecting an efficient administrative structure. However,
areas such as coordination and performance reporting still have room for
improvement. The analysis of support patterns showed that field demonstration
plots were the most popular method of knowledge transfer, followed by printed
media, personal interaction, and online media, which were rated at a moderate level
and could be further developed to suit the specific context of the producers.
Ultimately, the study proposed four proactive development strategies: (1) Enhancing
the quality and standards of sea salt production, (2) Strengthening the capacity of
the community enterprise, (3) Developing value-added products and branding, and

(4) Expanding integrated marketing channels. These strategies aim to promote
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sustainable development of the salt farming community enterprise in Samut Sakhon

Province by comprehensively addressing production, management, and marketing in

alisnment with the local context.

This research article aims to study: (1) the spatial context and public space
management, (2) the problems and obstacles in public space management, and (3) the
public space management guidelines of the Nakhon Sawan Oak Subdistrict
Administrative Organization, with a case study of Kongsa-Biang Farm. This study
employed a qualitative research methodology, collecting data from 20 key informants,
including executives of the Nakhon Sawan Oak Subdistrict Administrative Organization,
officials responsible for the management of Kongsa-Biang Farm public space,
entrepreneurs operating within the area, and service users of the public space. The
informants were selected through purposive sampling. Data collection methods
included document analysis, non-participant observation, and semi-structured
interviews. Data were analyzed using inductive content analysis.

The study revealed that the public space covers an area of 18 rai
(approximately 7.1 acres) under the responsibility of the Nakhon Sawan Oak
Subdistrict Administrative Organization. The management of the public space is
clearly structured into five distinct zones. Problems and obstacles identified in the
management of the public space include: (1) regulatory constraints, (2) issues
related to investment and maintenance, and (3) challenges in collaboration and
participation. The proposed guidelines for improving public space management
emphasize: (1) clarifying regulations, organizing educational activities, and amending
legal constraints to encourage public participation; (2) promoting investment and
establishing a sustainable maintenance system; and (3) enhancing collaboration
between stakeholders to foster effective and inclusive public space management.

This study aimed to examine (1) the level of public cooperation in local
development within the municipalities of Mueang District, Khon Kaen Province; (2)
the relationship between the Four Paths of Accomplishment (Iddhipada) in Buddhist
principles and public cooperation in local development; and (3) the application of
Iddhipada as a strategy to foster public cooperation in local development. A mixed-
methods approach, integrating both quantitative and qualitative research
methodologies, was employed. The quantitative component involved data collection
from a sample of 400 citizens using a structured questionnaire. The data were
analyzed using descriptive statistics—frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation—as well as Pearson's correlation coefficient to examine relationships. For
the qualitative component, in-depth interviews were conducted with 12 key
informants, and the data were analyzed using descriptive content analysis.

The findings revealed that both the level of public cooperation and
adherence to the Iddhipada principles were high, particularly in the dimensions of
chanda (aspiration) and vimamsa (investigation), indicating strong intrinsic motivation
and awareness of civic roles in local development. Moreover, a statistically significant
positive correlation was found between the Iddhipada principles and public
cooperation (r=0.85, p<0.01). The study suggests that the proper application of the
Four Iddhipada principles can instill a sense of civic responsibility, enhance
motivation, and concretely promote public participation in local development
activities. This approach aligns with the local cultural context and demonstrates
potential for driving sustainable local development.
