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Abstract

This article examines, from philosophical and spiritual perspectives, why religion
continues to persist in the age of science, technology, and artificial intelligence despite the rise
of secularism and rationalism. The study employs philosophical analysis and hermeneutic

interpretation, engaging Plato’s theory of Forms, Aristotle’s virtue ethics, and Nietzsche’s



revaluation of values in dialogue with Buddhist philosophy and contemporary research in
psychology and sociology of religion.
