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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study Categories factors, Internal Familial Condition, and Environment
factors related the prevention and solution of drugs problem in military camp. The results of the study revealed
that: 1) a significance difference between categories factor and the prevention and solution of drugs problem
at the statistically significant level of 0.05. 2) The Internal Familial Condition was overall expressed at a medium
level with an average of 3.24. While considered in each aspect found that the Parenting Style factor was
medium with an average of 3.61, followed by the Family Relationship was medium with an average of 2.78,
3) The Environment factor was overall expressed at a medium level with an average of 3.39. While considered
in each aspect found that the Job Responsibilities factor was medium with an average of 3.49, followed by Job
Experience was medium with an average of 3.23. and By relating the Internal Familial Condition and
Environment factor affected the prevention and solution of drugs problem found that: The Internal Familial
Condition and Environment factor are correlated with the prevention and solution of drugs problem at the
statistically significant level of 0.01. The finding suggests that personnel working with drugs problem should be
concerned about Environment factor and develop program or strategies to enhance Family Relationship in
order to effectively prevent and solve drugs problem in military camp.
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
