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ABSTRACT

This article is aimed to examine the internal political situation in Vietnam after the reunification in 1975, which
affected the decision-making process of leaders and advisors within the Communist Party of Vietnam. In the
case of military intervention by military invasion of Phnom Penh in order to overthrow the Khmer Rouge
government of Democratic Kampuchea under the leadership of Pol Pot. The explanation for this decision was
originally considered to be a decision based on Rational Choice model or Security Dilemma, as many scholars
have suggested. In contrast, | want to point out that the factors affecting the decision were partly the result of
Vietnam's internal political conditions. This is caused by an environment of Groupthink, which is full of
psychological symptoms. It makes difficult to argue within the group or have different opinions. This caused the
policymaking process of the Communist Party of Vietham during the period failing to properly evaluate
alternatives. Groupthink overshadowed group reasoning. This led to a decision that was not calculated in
advance to intervene Cambodia.
