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Abstract

This research aimed to (1) study and (2) compare the roles of school administrators in
managing learner-centered instruction in the Nang Daet-Wang Chomphu Educational Quality
Development Center under the Chaiyaphum Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, classified by

educational level and work experience.
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The sample consisted of 97 teachers. The research instrument was a five-point Likert scale
questionnaire with an Index of Item-Objective Congruence (I0C) ranging from 0.67 to 1.00. The overall
reliability of the questionnaire was 0.97. The statistics used for data analysis included frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The roles of school administrators in managing learner-centered instruction in the Nang Daet—
Wang Chomphu Educational Quality Development Center under the Chaiyaphum Primary
Educational Service Area Office 1 were, overall, at a high level. When considering each aspect,
all aspects were rated at a high level. The aspect with the highest mean score was learning
management anytime and anywhere, followed by content and activity organization. The
aspect with the lowest mean score was integrated instructional management.

2. The comparison of opinions toward the roles of school administrators in managing learner-
centered instruction revealed that administrators and teachers with different positions and
different work experience did not significantly differ in their overall and aspect-specific
opinions at the .05 level of significance.
