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Abstract

The purposes of this research are to 1) Study the level of instructional leadership of
school administrators in disruption age according to the private personnel’s opinions under the
provincial education office of Nakhon Ratchasima. 2) Compare the instructional leadership of school
administrators in disruption age according to the private personnel’s opinions under the provincial
education office of Nakhon Ratchasima classified by position, school size, and working experience. 3)
Study the guidelines for developing instructional leadership of school administrators in disruption age
according to the private personnel’s opinions under the provincial education office of Nakhon
Ratchasima. The sampling group included 354 private school personnel. The research instruments
were 1) A 5-level rating scale questionnaire with a consistency index between 0.80 - 1.00 and the
reliability score for the entire questionnaire was equal to 0.97. The statistics for data analysis included
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, T-Test, and F-Test 2) A structured interview with a
consistency index between 0.80 -1.00.

The research found that

1. Instructional leadership of school administrators in disruption age according to the
private personnel’s opinions under the provincial education office of Nakhon Ratchasima. The overall
was at high level.

2. Instructional leadership of school administrators in disruption age according to the
private personnel’s opinions under the provincial education office of Nakhon Ratchasima classified
by position, school size, and working experience. The result showed no difference in the overall and
in each aspect.

3. School administrators should study the world trend and always open for the new
academic ideas adhering to the goals, objectives, school mission, studying the school context, and
community needs as the academic framework to work with teachers. Designing school curriculum
and instruction with students in accordance the focus points and policies of the Ministry of Education.
Creating the best atmosphere and learning environment to promote a learning organization.
Collaboratively, planning the internal supervision with teachers and providing opportunities to
exchange knowledge through the professional learning community to uplift the better teaching and
leamning.
