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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the levels, comparisons, and guidelines for
developing the organizational climate of Educational Institutions, Buriram Secondary Educational
Service Area Office. The classifications are gender, work experience, and the educational Institutions
size. The sample group were teachers total was 341 peoples. The research instruments were
questionnaires and compare Halpin & Croft’s organizational climate. The questionnaire and
Interview form. The index of item-objective congruence value between 0.80 - 1.00. The reliability
values of entire questionnaire were equal to 0.98. The statistics for data analysis were frequency,
percentage, median, standard deviation, t-test and f-test value.

The research result found that;

1. The organizational climate form of Educational Institutions, Buriram Secondary
Educational Service Area Office found that it was autonomous climate. The overall is at a moderate
level.

2. The organizational climates of Educational Institutions, Buriram Secondary Educational
Service Area Office classified by educational institution gender and educational institution size. The
overall and hindrance dimension, intimacy dimension, aloofness dimension, trust dimension, and
consideration dimensions different at .05 level. Classified by educational institution work experience.
The overall were not statistics significance different. Consider in each dimension found that the
consideration dimensions were statistics significance different at .05 level.

3. The Guidelines for developing the organizational climate of Educational Institutions,
Buriram Secondary Educational Service Area Office found that the welfare and competency of
teachers should be promoted. in teaching and learning work Support and provide opportunities for

teachers to advance in their careers.
