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Abstract

The purposes of this research are to 1) study the ethical leadership of educational institution
administrators. Under the jurisdiction of the Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area
Office 1 2) Compare the ethical leadership of school administrators. Under the jurisdiction of the
Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, classified by educational level. and
work experience The sample group used in the research consisted of 331 school administrators and
teachers. The sample size was determined according to Krejci and Morgan's table. and group
randomization The research instrument is a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with a consistency index
between 0.80-1.00 and a confidence value for the entire questionnaire of 0.94. Statistics used for
data analysis include frequency, percentage, mean, and deviation. standard T-test and F-test

The research results found that

1. Ethical leadership of educational institution administrators Under the jurisdiction of the
Sakon Nakhon Secondary Educational Service Area Office Overall, it is at a high level. When
considering each aspect, it was found that The areas with the highest practice are In terms of moral
leadership, followed by Honesty Trust aspect And the aspect with the lowest performance is justice.

2. Comparison of ethical leadership among school administrators Under the jurisdiction of
the Sakon Nakhon Secondary Educational Service Area Office and classified according to educational
level Overall, they are not different. And classified according to work experience, overall there is no

difference. Except for justice, they were significantly different at the .05 level.
