2. The concepts that appear in the Phaya are the teaching concepts that are most
commonly found, showing that people in the past still remember the teachings to pass on to the
younger generation to practice as a guideline for living a good life. The concept of love is second,
followed by the love used in flirting communication, the teaching principles for choosing a
partner. Phaya shows the concepts of life, the concepts of belief, the concepts of karma, and the
concepts of education in that order. Panya reflects the way of life and the way of life of people
in society, aiming to teach people to behave in a good way, to behave as good people with
morality, showing the relationship between people in society, to be used as teachings to train
children, to refine the mind to have a guideline for behaving correctly and being a good person,
with hidden thoughts that have moral principles and teachings that are related to the way of life
of the Isan people.
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
