This research has the following objectives 1) This study the level examines the participatory
administration of school administrators in Rayong Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 2) This study the
level of operation of the student care system under the Rayong Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 3)
This study the relationship between participatory administration and the operation of the student care system
under the Rayong Primary Educational Service Area Office 1 and 4) This study the effect of participatory
administration on the operation of the student care system under the Rayong Primary Educational Service Area
Office 1. The sample was 327 teachers in schools under the Rayong Primary Educational Service Area Office 1,
the sample size was determining of Krejcie and Morgan table (1970: 607-610). The research instrument was
guestionnaires. Data analyzed by finding percentage, mean, Standard Deviation, Pearson's correlation coefficient
and stepwise multiple regression analysis. The research results found that:

1. Participatory management had an overall average score at a high level (X=4.39, SD. = 0.514) When
considering the details of each aspect, it was found that all 4 aspects were at a high level, with the following
average scores: participation in decision-making (X=4.48, SD. = 0.597), participation in receiving benefits (X=
4.45, SD. = 0.550), participation in operations (X = 4.41, SD. = 0.568), and participation in evaluation (X= 4.22,
SD. = 0.599).

2. The operation of the student care system had an overall average score at a high level (X=4.31, SD.
= 0.392). When considering the details of each aspect, it was found that all 5 aspects were at a high level, with
the following average scores: student screening (X=4.37, SD. = 0.568), prevention and problem solving (X=
4.35, SD. = 0.507), student promotion (X= 4.28, SD. = 0.478), prevention and problem solving (X= 4.35, SD. =
0.507), knowing students individually (X = 4.26, SD. = 0.631).

3. The participatory management of school administrators was related to the operation of the student
care system, which was at a moderate level overall (r = .672). All aspects were at a moderate level with
statistical significance at the .01 level.

4. Participatory administration: evaluation, receiving benefits and the operation affecting the student
care system a high multiple correlation coefficient (R = 0.711), a forecasting power of 71.10 percent (Adjusted.

R2 = 0.505, and a forecasting error of 0.277 (SEE = 0.277)
