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Abstract

This article aims to study the theories of knowledge of Eastern philosophers, focusing on the analysis
of the concept of "knowledge" (Epistemology) in the context of Chinese, Indian and Buddhist philosophies,
which have significant differences from Western philosophies. Theories of knowledge of Chinese philosophers,
such as Confucius and Laozi emphasized knowledge in relation to morality. True knowledge is not just the
perception of external information, but is knowing oneself and living morally. In Taoism, knowledge is the
relinquishing of knowledge in order to reach the "Tao". It is the ultimate truth, while Indian philosophies such
as Upanishads and Yoga emphasize knowing in order to be free from the bonds of the ego, knowledge is not
just logical wisdom but also includes deep inner experience through meditation and enlishtenment. For
Buddhist philosophy, Knowledge has a profound ethical meaning, aiming at realizing the Four Noble Truths and
extinguishing suffering. Knowledge is not the accumulation of information, but the wisdom that arises from
seeing the truth as it really is (yathabhuta-nana-dassana). This article thus points out that Eastern philosophers'
theories of knowledge emphasize knowledge that is an internal process, linked to ethics and mental
development, more than Western-style material or logical knowledge, which is a profound approach that is still
valuable for human development in the present era.
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
