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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the level of strategic leadership of administrators and 2) compare the level of
strategic leadership of secondary school administrators in Saphan Sung District, under the Secondary Educational Service Area
Office Bangkok Area 2, classified by educational qualification, professional standing, age, and work experience. The
sample consisted of 191 teachers working in secondary schools in Saphan Sung District, selected using stratified
random sampling followed by simple random sampling. The research instrument was a 5-level rating scale
questionnaire with a whole-test reliability of .99. Data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test, and One-Way Analysis of Variance (ANOVA). The research findings were as follows: 1. The overall
level of strategic leadership among administrators was at a high level (X = 3.96, S.D.= .70). The dimension with the
highest mean score was Organizational Strategy Formulation (X = 4.04, S.D.= .73), while the dimension with the lowest
mean score was Strategy Implementation (X = 3.86, S.D.= .77). And 2. The comparison of strategic leadership
among administrators revealed that: 2.1 Teachers with different educational qualifications showed no statistically
significant differences in their opinions regarding the level of strategic leadership among administrators. 2.2 Teachers
with different professional standings showed no statistically significant differences in their opinions regarding the
overall level of strategic leadership among administrators. When considering each dimension, the dimensions of
Organizational Strategy Formulation, Organizational Direction Setting, and Strategy Control and Evaluation showed
no statistically significant differences. However, the dimension of Strategy Implementation showed a statistically
significant difference at the .05 level. 2.3 Teachers of different ages showed no statistically significant differences in
their opinions regarding the level of strategic leadership among administrators. And 2.4 Teachers with different
work experience showed no statistically significant differences in their opinions regarding the level of strategic
leadership among administrators.
