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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the level of administration of student development
activities in schools of the Wittayaprakan school group under the Samut Prakan Secondary Educational Service
Area Office, and 2) to compare the administration of student development activities in schools of the
Wittayaprakan school group under the Samut Prakan Secondary Educational Service Area Office, classified by
personal factors, including educational level, academic position, age, and work experience. The sample group
used in this research were 226 teachers in schools of the Wittayaprakan school group under the Samut Prakan
Secondary Educational Service Area Office, obtained by using the sample size determination method according
to the sample size table of Krejcie and Morgan, then randomly stratified and performed simple random sampling.
The research instrument was a five-point Likert scale questionnaire, with a reliability value of the entire
questionnaire equal to .95. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, including frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and inferential statistics, including t-test, one-way ANOVA, and post hoc comparisons using
Scheffé's Method.

The research results were as follows: (1) The level of administration of student development activities in
schools under the Wittayaprakan school group, the Samut Prakan Secondary Educational Service Area Office, was
found to be at a high level overall. When considering each aspect, the aspect with the highest mean was social
and public service activities, followed by guidance activities, while the aspect with the lowest mean was student
activities. (2) The comparison of opinions toward the administration of student development activities revealed
that (2.1) teachers with different educational levels had significantly different opinions regarding the
administration of student development activities, both overall and in all individual aspects, at the .05 statistical
level. (2.2) Teachers with different academic positions showed no significant differences in their opinions, either
overall or in each aspect. (2.3) Teachers with different ages had significantly different opinions overall at the .05
statistical level, when considering individual aspects, significant differences were found in guidance activities and
social and public service activities at the .05 level. (2.4) Teachers with different work experience showed no
significant differences in their opinions regarding the administration of student development activities, both
overall and in each aspect.
