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Abstract

The purposes of this research article were 1) to study the level of political
leadership; 2) to study the relationship between Saraniyadhamma 6 and political
leadership; and 3) to study the problems, obstacles, and suggestions for political
leadership of local administrators in community development of Pak Kang Subdistrict
Municipality, Long District, Phrae Province. This research was a mixed-methods
research. For quantitative research, a questionnaire with a reliability value of 0.869
was distributed to a sample group of 366 people randomly selected using Taro
Yamane's formula. The statistics used in the research were frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and Pearson's Correlation Coefficient. In terms of
qualitative research, it was an in-depth interview with 9 key informants using a
purposive sampling technique. The content analysis technique was used to analyze

the context. The research results found that 1) the level of political leadership of
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local administrators in community development according to Saraniyadhamma 6 was
overall at a high level and the level of political leadership of local administrators in
community development of Pak Kang Subdistrict Municipality was overall at a
moderate level overall, 2) Saraniyadhamma 6 and political leadership of local
administrators in community development of Pak Kang Subdistrict Municipality, Long
District, Phrae Province, were overall positively related at a fairly high level (r =
.693**); 3) the problems and obstacles of political leadership of local administrators
in community development of Pak Kang Subdistrict Municipality, Long District, Phrae
Province were found that local administrators visited the area to inspect the repairs
to transportation routes that were not yet comprehensive. The promotion of
occupational groups has not been continuous. The procurement of equipment for
surveying and repairing transportation routes in the community has not been
comprehensive, resulting in accidents. Safety was not comprehensive and covered
all risk points. The budget allocation was insufficient to promote the conservation
and restoration of local arts and culture. In terms of recommendations, it was found
that local administrators should survey all areas where transportation routes were
being repaired, continuously promote occupational groups, allocate a budget to
purchase safety equipment and repair equipment so that it was ready for use, and
increase the budget to be sufficient to promote the conservation and restoration of
local arts and culture. The objectives of this research article were 1) to study the
forms of recreation and tourism activities in cave and limestone tourist attractions in
national parks; and 2) to suggest guidelines for managing cave and limestone tourist
attractions in the national park area to be suitable for tourism in the New Normal
style. It was a mixed methods researcher, namely quantitative and quantitative
research based on the survey form and Evaluation of Recreation Resource Potential

(ERRP), Quality Standards, Recreation Opportunity Spectrum (ROS) and Physical
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Carrying Capacity (PCC) using 3-5 experts or knowledgeable people in recreation to
explore and evaluate 22 pilot caves in 10 national parks, 9 provinces covering 4
regions of Thailand. The research results showed that most of the pilot caves, 50%,
had ecotourism (ET) model with moderate potential (M), with good quality standards
which was in Semi-Primitive Motorized area (SPM). Guidelines for the management of
recreation and tourism activities in cave and limestone tourist attractions in national
parks must take into account the Recreational Opportunity Spectrum (ROS) and
Physical Carrying Capacity (PCC) which were consistent with the Zoning according to
National Park Area Management Plan. In terms of tourism, if everyone was responsible
and followed the guidelines and measures according to the international principles
of New Normal Tourism by taking into account the safety and hygiene standards for
tourism as determined by the government, they will be able to travel in cave and
limestone tourist attractions, including various types of recreational areas in national

parks safely and sustainably.
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
